2. Apologies
    Apologies were received from Philip Foad, Caroline Jones, and Helen Bayne.

3. Minutes of Previous Meeting
The minutes of the previous meeting held on 23 February were accepted as a true record with the following amendment: Para. 8(iv) Woodland Strategy. The response to the woodland strategy prepared by the Secretary was approved and it was agreed that it would be circulated to Cllrs. Cox, Roy and Gray.
4. Actions Arising
(i) History of Alvah and Forglen. – Ongoing action with Liz Jones.
(ii) Police reports on Website. – The Secretary reported that as the reports are not protectively marked it was likely that they could be posted on the website, but he had checked with the police and was promised a reply in the next few days.
(iii)Defibrillator. – This item will be taken under this heading in AOB.
(iv) Notice Boards for Halls.  Secretary reported that the quotes he had received from the council indicated that the notice boards would cost in the region of £1500 +vat each. At the moment the Community Council did not have sufficient funds to pay for them but could apply for funding in the next round of grants.
5. Community Police.
The Police were unable to attend due to prior commitments. 

6. Floral Displays and Public Amenity Areas 
Carol reported that all the daffodils had been planted and that the new tubs would be in place by the end of April.

7. Planning
(i) APP/2016/0493 – Erection of Dwelling House at Mountblairy. It was agreed that the    community council would not comment. 
(ii) Poultry Sheds at Meikle Ribrae. The Secretary reported that the application had been approved.
8. Chairman for the Next Meeting
It was agreed that Christina Roebuck should continue as Acting Chairman for the next meeting

9. Any Other Business
(i) Defibrillator.
a. The Secretary had been advised by the secretary of Banff Community Council that the costs of a defibrillator and cabinet would appear to be around £1300 +VAT each
b. The Secretary agreed to speak to the Mill of Brydock to see if they might want to fund or part fund a defibrillator and/or have it at their premises.
c. There was concern that as the Forglen Hall was a listed building it may not be possible to hang a defibrillator on the outside of the building. Secretary agreed to get advice. 
(II) BLS Training. 
a. Secretary reported that the first course had taken place on March 22 and that there had been a full attendance.
b. Rhoda reported that the course had been a great success.
c. Emma, who had attended the course, reported that she had arranged for the nurse to conduct another course for the Young Mothers group.
d. The Secretary reminded the committee that the next course would be held on March 31 at 14:00 hours. [Secretary’s Note: The nurse cancelled the course due to unforeseen circumstances, but would offer new dates.]
(iii) NHS Walks. 
Rhoda agreed to contact the Banff organiser.
(iv) Biodiversity Talk.
a. Secretary advised that the talk on 19 April would be at Forglen Hall.
b. Carol had prepared a poster for distribution.
c. Secretary would send soft copy of poster to Doug for inclusion on the website and would also advise the Banffie and Banff Academy. [Secretary’s Note: All actions completed March 30]
d. Rhoda agreed to arrange refreshments.
(v) Bridge over Burn of Brydock
a. Secretary reported that Phil had noticed that there was some erosion on the bridge support after the recent flooding. Secretary reported to the council and the bridge engineer inspected the bridge the next day and agreed a plan of work to be carried out in the summer.
b. Secretary advised that this was typical of the speedy response the Community Council has received from the council.
c. Rhoda reported that there had been a lot of damage to the road in Bogton after the flooding and she reported it to the council. Again there had been a speedy response and the road was quickly repaired. 
d. The Community Council agreed that the council should be commended for its speedy response to road issues.
(vi) Incident on B9035 close to Forglen Hall
a. Secretary reported that a driver had taken a heart attack and died close to the hall.
b. It had been reported that the police and two ambulances got lost and took over an hour to reach the driver.
c. It was agreed that the Secretary should write to both the police and ambulance service to establish what went wrong.
d. Rhoda would provide the Secretary with the date and time of the incident.
(vii) Rural Broadband 
Secretary reported that there was an important progress meeting on April 6 and Roddy Malone would update him following the meeting.
(viii) Funds.
a. Cllr. Roy reported that the Area Initiative funding had been approved by the council. £8K would be available if the project was within the CAP and £5K if it was not. A separate application was required for each project and applications had to be with the council by May 31.
