1. Present.

2. Apologies
Apologies were received from:  Jemima Chillingworth and Jacky Player.
3. Minutes of Previous Meeting.
The minutes of the meeting held 30 April 2024 were previously approved by email. It was noted that James and Helen Bayne had resigned from Alvah and Forglen Community Council by email on 26 April. The numbers needed for the meetings to be quorate after that date is four.  The secretary will send a letter of thanks to Jim and Helen. 
4. Matters Arising
a) Bogton Noticeboard: Ongoing
b) EE Broadband at Alvah Hall:  Our bid to the Deuchries Windfarm Community Fund was successful. As soon as we have the funds in the bank the vice chair will go ahead with purchasing the equipment and setting this up.
c) Forglen Cemetery Car Park: The Secretary contacted Neil Burnett at St Ninians and Forglen Church who advised that church property is dealt with by the Church of Scotland Property Department in Edinburgh. The Secretary has contacted them and has been asked to forward copies of the damage to the carpark. The secretary also contacted Aberdeenshire Council who had passed the question about the state of the carpark to the amenities Department. No response as yet Secretary to chase up.
d)  King Charles III Portrait.  The portrait has been passed to the Friends of Forglen Hall where it will be hung.

5. Community Police
The Police Report has been posted on AFCC website. The secretary has asked Aberdeenshire Council to also send the police report which covers Turriff which is seen as being most relevant to residents of Forglen but there seems to be a problem with this. A suggestion was made that we access this from the Turriff Community Council website and put this on ours.

8.   Community Benefit Caledonian Windfarm

Vice Chair to  arrange a presentation either at a meeting or online with Ruraidh Danaher of Caledonian Windfarm.
9.Floral Displays and Public Amenity Areas
 Carol Rewston advised that all the tubs have been planted with perennial plants. The secretary will add some to Bogton. Out of the plants allocated to us 9 coreopsis ( 25% ) have died and this is not unusual.

It was  also noted by the gardening group for Forglen Cemetery that the wildflower plugs also sustained major losses. This was due to the small plug size which the plants come in. Due to the weather these could not be planted until the spring and several trays died in that period These were labelled as ladies bedstraw but were identified by Carol as ‘cuckoo flower’?. It would not have been realistic for us to repot 680 plants and overwinter them.Secretary to feedback losses to the Area Managers office.
Caroline Jones has yet to identify someone to water Bogton plants. It aws suggested that we might purchase a wheelbarrow bladder bag to make this operation easier for someone. Rough cost is £40.

11. Signatories on the Alvah and Forglen Community Council Bank Account

It was unanimously agreed to remove Stewart Adam and James Bayne and to add Carol Cox and Doug Hill. The treasurer will liaise with the signatories to make changes at the Bank of Scotland.

12. Defibrillator Responsible person/s

James Bayne has passed the defibrillator manual to Carol Rewston. The next date for action is August/September. It was agreed to have two groups of responsible persons for maintenance, one for Alvah Hall and one for Forglen Hall. Alvah Hall- Doug Hill, Jemima Chillingworth and Mike Dewhurst, Forglen Hall-Carol Cox and Caroline Jones.
13. APRS Membership
It was unanimously agreed to renew APRS membership which costs £35 per annum. 
14. Arts Group.
The Moira Monologues was a great success, we sold 45 tickets. We are building a loyal following once again. We have booked Hancocks Half Our for mid-November and The Snow Queen , a puppet theatre for children, is early December.
Members of the committee installed the blackout blinds in the large hall at Alvah Hall.

15. Community Action Plan / Place Plan.
The secretary contacted Duncan Leece to enquire about funding/support for a face to face community consultation. The funding previously on offer has now finished. Duncan will make enquiries and get back to us. It was agreed that if there is no funding or support that we could run this ourselves. We will plan for October once the community council elections are over

16. Updates from Aberdeenshire Councillors. 
Cllr Stewart Adam advised that all school crossing patrols on zebra crossings have been removed. We should all expect that speed limits that are currently 30 mph will be reduced to 20 mph in the near future.
17. Any Questions from Members of the Public.
The council was asked whether there should be a survey of the expected traffic increase at the Bogton turning on the B9025 once the 15 houses are built at Carnousie. The foundations are being dug for the first house. It was felt that the White Lodge Garden Centre had previously generated more traffic than might be expected.
18. Any other business
The Secretary has been contacted by several residents about groundworks and three mobile homes and several lorries based at Scotston croft (SHC Sheep Dipping Services). Also an external wooden building is being constructed around a mobile home at Sunnyside croft on the B9025 adjacent to the junction with the B9121. Secretary to contact the planning department to check that activity is within planning or permitted development.
